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have ever observed before, It is & carriage which has been produced by &
combination of their outdoor activity and I would assume from the effects of
balancing objects on their heads. This beautiful form is mre evident when
they are found carryiﬁg a jar of water bm their head or particularly inevid-
enfe in the grace of a young girl vith her graceful figuee and her slightly
swayiﬁg stride. Nor is the dress uninteresting and while it lacks color
there is a beautiful grace in the folds even of the type of sari that Mrs
Bandi wears. While working they do not bend at the knees but retain-a

ridged leg position vith an exceptional and pronounced curviture of the back.

There is visible signs of the ardant business like qualities in the women as
demonstrated by the instantaneous decisions she makes and the isanner -in chich
she accomplishes her many tasks. They are entriely the ones who have inherit

the vitality of the race. The men equally share 1n the work but are forced
to labor under an artifiecial enthusiamm whereas the women have that feeling
of job responsibility znd approach it in an energetic business like ;u.anner.
The men it is true are farced to expand into more varied fields and other
contacts but it hasn't as far as I can see, been helpful 1in stabilizing the
family as a unit. I certainly give the lady of the house the credit for keer
ing tn tact those sacred family loyalties that the men are so lavishly be-
stowing in the villages in the form of artificial enthusiam and patriotism

of tribal laws, religion and organization. There are 50 many intricate

funct;ions and operations of these Indian homes and lives and of which 1 do
not seem to fathom that 1t has c.aused me to investigate it more thoroughly;
to become a memberl of thel r family, not as a friend or visitor or one who
merely wishes t study their customs and habits but to be a rezl Indian in
their normally functing home. This plan of course would not be permissible
but at the same time I am positive that it would materially assist in dealing
with these people wien that time comes for a revision of the governuients and

policies of the world,
