In a state of nature it lives on the smaller stone fl‘LUtS'Of
1 the Himalayan mountains ; and its habits, shy and retiring,—the bird inhabiting for the most part the interior
of thick woods,—are in other respects closely allied to those of the European Coccothraustes.
