Tue present beautiful species of Thrush exhibits a marked departure in the style of colouring from its more
typical congeners; and were 1t not that ‘ts form dictated the situation in which it is retained, 1t would other-
wise seem to be allied in many respects to the genus Petrocincla. It is a native exclusively of the rocky

districts of the Himalaya, and is never found in the low lands. |
The male of this species has the upper surface of a deep areyish blue, and the cheeks, sides of the neck

and quill-feathers black ; the breast and whole of the under surface of a fine rufous ; beak and tarsi b-la,ck.
The female differs, as may be seen in the Plate,—a singular contrast to her richly painted male, bemng of a

sober brown on the upper parts with a yellowish white mark on the sides of the neck, and the under parts of

the same colour, thickly intermingled with spots of brown.
The birds are represented of their natural size.
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
