Tuis species being the most swallow-like member of the entire family of Trochilidee, I have 1n this instance
departed from the rule of priority and adopted the appropriate name of hirundinacea assigned to 1t by
M. Lesson, instead of retaining the indefinite one of macrourus originally bestowed by Gmelin. From the
little we know of its habits, it seems to be a lowland and fluviatile species rather than a denizen of the moun-
tain districts; its principal habitat, so far as we are at present aware, being the low country of Cayenne and
the delta of the Lower Amazon ; it is true we do receive specimens from Bahia, and Mr. Reeves informs
e that it is also found in Minas Geraes ; but it 1s much less numerous there than in the former locality.
Mr. Wallace tells me that it flies very high, and chiefly resorts to the topmost branches of the loftiest trees ;
is more frequently to be seen in the early morn than at any other period of the day, and that at that hour
it may often be observed perched on the <maller dead branches of the trees skirting the forest.

The sexes are precisely alike in colour; but at the same time present a great disparity m size, the female
being very much smaller than the male, and having a much shorter tail.

The nestling birds do not differ materially from the adult, being very similar in colour, but of course of a
less brilliant hue.

I find considerable variety in the tint of the head and neck of this species; some specimens having those

parts clothed in a rich glitteriug prussian blue, while in others they are olossed with green.

Head. neck and breast rich glittering prussian blue ; upper surface, upper and under wing-coverts, flanks
and abdomen dark green; across the rump an ndistinet band of rufous; wings purplish brown glossed
with steel-blue; upper and under tail-coverts and tail rich deep steel-blue ; a tuft on each side of the body
and the vent white ; bill and feet black.

The Plate represents two males and a female of the natural size on a beautiful species of Datura, copied

from a drawing obligingly sent to me by T. Reeves, Esq., of Rio de Janeiro.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS PAMPA.

Wedge-tailed Sabre-wing.

Tue cuneate form of the tail of this species of Campylopterus renders 1t very remarkable, not only among
the members of its own genus, but among the 77ochilide in general, for there are but few besides the
present bird which display this peculiarity. Were I to be influenced by the form of the tail alone, I might
be induced to constitute it the type of a distinct genus ; but, as I can discover no other character that would
bear me out in so doing, I content myself, for the present at least, by retaining 1t 1n the genus to which 1t
has hitherto been assigned. Dr. Reichenbach has indeed founded one under the name of Pampa for its
reception, but I hesitate, for the reason just oiven, 1n adopting it.

The native country of the Campylopterus Pampa is Mexico and Central America; i the former of which
countries specimens were procured by M. De Lattre. I have also received 1it, through Mr. Skinner, from
Guatemala. In a brief notice of it by M. De Lattre, that gentleman states that it inhabits the densest
forests during the whole of the year; that it is very wild and unsociable ; that 1t 1s fond of singing ; and
were its song not monotonous it might be regarded as the Nightingale of the Z7rockilide. 1t 1s found 1n
the environs of Taupetta, in Mexico.

The sexes, as far as I have seen, are nearly alike 1n colour, while 1n size a more than ordinary difference
exists, the female being very much smaller than her mate ; both have a blue-coloured crown, but the outer
tail-feathers of the female are tipped with dirty white instead of being of a uniform colour.

The male has the head fine blue; all the upper surface and wing-coverts green; wings purplish brown ;
four central tail-feathers dark bronzy green ; lateral tail-feathers dark bluish black, glossed with bronzy green
at the base; ear-coverts brown ; all the under surface dull greyish white, washed with buff' on the throat ;
bill black ; feet brown.

The female is similar in colour, but has the three outer tail-feathers tipped with bufty white.

The Plate represents the two sexes of the natural size. The plant 1s the Neptuma plena.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS LAZULUNS.

It will be seen that I have followed preceding ornithologists in considering the Zrochilus lazulus of
Vieillot’s ¢ Galerie des Oiseaux,” and the 7% fulcatus of Swainson’s Zoological [llustrations,” as 1dentical ;
at the same time I must remark, that neither of their figures nor the accompanying descriptions are
quite correct; Vieillot figuring and describing the under tail-coverts as white, and Swainson as green,
whereas these feathers are really deep chestnut ; with this exception the two ficures agree with the bird
here represented.

[t is just possible that the bird described by these authors, and which is still in the Paris Museum, may
be different from the one I have figured, but, if it be, surely additional examples would have reached Europe
during the long interval which has elapsed since the dispersion of Bullock’s collection, of which the Paris
specimen formed a part.

The native habitat of this fine species—for 1t 1s a truly beautiful bird—is the Caraccas, Venezuela, and the
high parts of Columbia generally : many fine examples were brought from the former country by Mr. Dyson,
and numerous specimens are from time to time received in collections from Bogota. As will be seen on
reference to the accompanying Plate, the sexes differ materially in their colouring : the young males, again,
differ from both in presenting an intermediate kind of plumage, with more or less blue on the throat and

under surface.

The male has the head, all the upper surface, wing- and tail-coverts glittering grass-green ; wings
purplish brown ; tail very deep chestnut, with in some instances all the feathers, and in others only the two
middle ones, broadly tipped with deep green ; throat rich deep shining blue, blending into the green of the
upper surface, and the finer olittering green of the flanks and abdomen ; under tail-coverts chestnut, slightly
tipped in some instances with green ; bill black.

The female has all the upper surface and wing-coverts bronzy green; rump and upper tail-coverts purer
oreen ; wings purplish brown ; central tail-feathers bronzy green ; the remainder deep chestnut, more or
less margined or fringed with black ; under surface, including the under tail-coverts, deep brownish grey.

The figures are the size of life. The plant is the Cattleyia guttata.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS DELATTREL

Or all the members of the genus Campylopterus, the present is by far the largest and the most beautifully
coloured. It 1s said to be the boldest species of its race, and to be so extremely pugnacious, that every bird
venturing mto the neighbourhood of 1its territory is furiously attacked and driven away ; this peculiar feature
in the habits of the bird explains the uses of the broad and powerful shafts of the primaries, which form so
conspicuous a character in the males of all the Campylopteri.

T'he present bird 1s strictly a Mexican and Central American species. I have lately received from
Mr. Skinner some very beautiful specimens which were procured in Guatemala by M. Riviera Paz, whom I
have had occasion to mention in my account of other species. M. De Lattre, to whom we are indebted for
its discovery, and after whom 1t has been named, states that it is found in the forests of Jalapa during two
months of the year only; that 1t 1s known by the name of the  Suce fleurs-royal, and that it feeds during
the entire day, and not during any particular hours. He adds that it selects a flowering shrub, which it
never quits, and from which 1t chases with anger all the other species of the family that may seem
desirous of approaching it : on taking flight it utters a cry.

Considerable difference exists, not only i the size, but in the colouring of the sexes of this species; the
female being very much less and very plainly coloured when compared with the male, and destitute of the
dilatations of the shafts of the primaries.

T'he male has the lores, forehead and crown dull bluish black ; behind the eye a small spot of white; all
the upper and under surface rich deep violet-blue ; wing-coverts, rump and upper tail-coverts green, into
which the blue of the upper surface blends ; wings dark purplish brown ; tail steel-black, the three outer
feathers on each side largely tipped with white, slightly margined in some specimens with black ; vent
greyish white ; under tail-coverts steel-black, glossed with green ; bill black ; feet dark brown.

T'he female has the head dark bronzy brown ; all the upper surface, wing- and tail-coverts and flanks
brilhant green, glossed with golden on the back of the neck and wing-coverts ; two centre tail-feathers
glossed with green for two-thirds of their length from the base ; down the centre of the throat a mark of
shining greenish blue ; remainder of the under surface grey, glossed with green.

T'he figures represent an adult male, a young male and a female of the size of life. The beautiful flower,

which 1s also indigenous to Guatemala, is the Lelia majalis.

Tur Campylopterus ensipennis is one of the most powerful species of the genus. The boldness of 1ts
markings and the brightness of its colouring render it also one of the most beautitul. Although the female
1s not so brightly coloured as her mate, she assimilates more closely to him in her dress than do the females
of the other brilliantly coloured species to theirs; she is, however, somewhat smaller, and has the blue
of the throat less conspicuous, and separated from the sides of the face by a white stripe which passes from
the base of the bill to beneath the eye.

The West Indian Islands appear to be the native habitat of this fine species: in all probability 1t also
visits some parts of the South American continent, but this has not yet been positively ascertaimed.

The following extract from Mr. Kirk’s notes on the birds of the island of Tobago, published by Sir
William Jardine, Bart., in the twentieth volume of the ¢ Annals and Magazine of Natural History,” above
referred to, comprises all that 1s at present known respecting this fine bird :—

« Feeds on ants, small flies and sweets, and is particularly fond of the blossoms of the wild and common
plantain tree; but whether from the circumstance that these blossoms are generally attended by numerous
herds of ants, which form the principal part of its food, or for the purpose of extracting sweets, or
perhaps both, I am unable to determine; but in all I have dissected, I have found the stomach to contain

ants and p(_)rtions of small gnats. [t 1s found principall_\' in the woods, by rivalets and in low marshy

lﬂaccsf’

The male has the head, all the upper surface, wing-coverts, <ides of the neck, under surface of the body
and under tail-coverts deep shining golden-green, passing Into grass-green on the upper tail-coverts, and
particularly glittering on the nape and back of the neck; wings purplish-brown ; chin and throat deep
lazuline-blue ; two centre tail-feathers oreenish-bronze, the next on each side dark steel-blue; the three
outer on each side steel-blue at the base, the apical two-thirds being pure white ; bill black feet dark
brown.

The female differs in having the blue on the throat less extensive, and separated from the green of the
sides of the face by a streak of greyish-white ; the centre of the abdomen 1s also grey.

Iike the males of other members of the genus, the very old male of this species has the shaft of the outer
prinmrivs very much dilated, which we may suppose adds considerably to 1ts Wing-powers.

The Plate represents the birds of the natural size. The plant 1s the Dipladenia Harrisi.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS VILLAVICENCIO.

Villavicencio’s Sabre-wing.

Twue Campyopterus Villavicencio was first described by M. Bourcier, from a specimen obtained by him during
his sojourn in Ecuador, and named m honour of a gentleman attached to the study of natural history
resident in that country. A single specimen 1s also contained in the Loddigesian collection. Both these
examples appear to be females, and assimilate so closely m size and 1n some parts of their colouring to the
bird lately named C. splendens by Mr. G. N. Lawrence of New York, that I am mduced to believe them to be
so many examples of one and the same species. I do not, however, insist upon such being the case, and
therefore only place them together provisionally. In the length and form of the bill, in the general colouring
of the tail and of the upper and under surface, they are precisely similar; the only observable difference
being, that Mr. Lawrence’s specimen has a splendid deep-blue throat-mark, which is entirely absent 1m
M. Bourcier’s and the Loddigesian examples. As both sexes of some other species of the Campylopter: are
very sombrely coloured, it is just possible that Mr. Lawrence’s bird may prove to be distinet, in which case
his name of splendens may be restored, and retained for the bird represented in the upper figure on the
accompanying Plate, and that of /7//avicencio for the lower one. Mr. Lawrence’s example was procured by
Mr. Wm. E. Moore, between the head waters of the Napo and Quito, the same locality in which the other

specimens were obtained.

The following 1s a deseription of M. Bourcier’s specimen :—

Crown of the head metallic golden green; upper surface, wing-coverts and flanks dark golden green;
wings purplish brown; two centre tail-feathers dark green, the remainder steel-blue, the two outer ones
tipped, and the others slightly fringed with greyish white at the tip; all the under surface ashy grey ;
bill black ; fteet brown.

Mr. Lawrence’s specimen differs in having a gorget of rich deep metallic blue on the throat, and in the
lateral tail-feathers being merely fringed instead of tipped with greyish white.

The Plate represents the two birds of the natural size. The pl:mt 1s the Gualtheria bracteata.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS LATIPENNIS.

Tur Campylopterus latipennis 1s one of the very earliest-known species of Humming-Bird; a glance at the
long list of names by which it has been described in the works of Linnaus, Boddaert, Gmelin, Latham,
Buffon, &c., will at once induce the reader to come to such a conclusion. Long known, however, as the
species has been, no reliable information has been transmitted to us as to its habits and economy, or the
specific purpose for which the broad shafts of the wings have been designed. They doubtless aid the bird
in cleaving the air with great rapidity, but they perhaps have some other especial use, though what that
may be cannot be easily imagined, since they do not occur in the females, and are only to be found n the
very old males. If we wish to see this bird in a state of nature, a journey to Cayenne and French Guiana
will enable us to attain the object of our desire, as it 1s in those countries, particularly Cayenne, that
the specimens sent to Kurope are collected. Of these the greater part are of course sent to Paris, whence
they find their way to this country.

I believe I have still another species of this form from Ecuador, mtermediate between C. latipennis and
(. obscurus ; but of this more at some other time, when additional specimens have arrived ; at present I have
only seen the one which graces my collection. This bird 1s certainly not the female of either of the above-
mentioned species; it has longer wings than either of them, and, moreover, differs in the extent of the
white tipping of the outer tail-feathers.

Of the three or four known species of grey-breasted Campylopter:, the present has by far the greatest
amount of white at the tips of the lateral tail-feathers.

[ believe that no difference exists in the colouring of the sexes of the Campylopterus latipennis, and that
the dilated shafts of the outer wing-feathers i1s the only tangible character by which the sexes can be
distinguished.

Modern research has discovered that the earliest specific appellation assigned to this bird 1s that of
largipenmis, given to it by Boddaert ; by that name, however, it 1s known to but few, while that of latipennis
is just as familiar. I have therefore in this mstance deviated from the law of priority, and adopted the

term which 1s most generally applied to it.

Head, all the upper surface, wing- and tail-coverts, sides of the neck, and flanks deep oil-green ; wings

dark purplish brown; two centre tail-feathers dark green ; the next on each side black, washed with green
at the base, and slightly tipped with whitish ; the remainder black, largely tipped with white ; all the under
surface dark grey; bill black.

The figures are of the natural size. The plant i1s the Odontoglossum hastilabium, var. fuscatum.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS OBSCURUS, Goua

Sombre Sabre-wing'.

Hap we not sufficient evidence to the contrary (evidence which has been admitted by many ornithologists),
it might be supposed that the Campylopterus obscurus and C. latipennis were one and the same species, so
similar are they in size and in the colouring of their bodies. When we compare their tails, however, a
great difference 1s seen in the extent of the white on the outer feathers—a character very conspicuous in the
other Campylopter:, but which 1s nearly obsolete in this species. I possess one male in which the two outer
feathers are very slightly tipped with grey; and no trace of it appears on the third. The whole tail, too, is
shorter and rounder than that of C. latipennis ; there 1s more green on the upper surface of the four middle
tail-feathers, and those feathers are broad, and, as well as the rest, very round at the tip.

[t will naturally be asked, ¢ What 1s the native country of this species?” but, in the present state of our
knowledge, that 1s a question not easily answered. All that I know on the subject is, that the specimens I
possess were received from the Amazon ; but from what part of the banks of that mighty river, I am unable
to say; probably the bird 1s a denizen of the vast forests which cover the alluvial flats, and the islands
near its embouchure between the city of Para and the sea.

The feature which distinguishes the sexes of this species is, as in C. latipennnis, the broadly developed

shafts of the outer wing-fcathcrs of the male.

Crown of the head, all the upper surface, and the four middle tail-feathers green ; throat and under surface
dark grey; flanks and under tail-coverts washed with green; the three lateral tail-feathers on each side
black, shghtly tipped with grey; bill black.

The figures are of the natural size. The plant is the Passiffora tinifolia.
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CAMPYLOPTERUS RUFUS, Less.

Fawn-breasted Sabre-wing.

Tue first notice of this species of Campylopterus occurs in the ¢ Revue Zoologique ” for 1840, where 1t was
described by M. Lesson, under the above appellation, from specimens contributed by MM. Longuemare
and Parzudaki; neither of those gentlemen, however, have given any account of its habits, nor do they
even mention the locality the bird frequents. The fine examples of both sexes which grace my own col-
lection were sent to me by Don Constancia, direct from Guatemala: we may infer, therefore, that that
part of the continent 1s 1ts true habitat.

In colour the two sexes are as similar as they can be; but the more rounded form of the wing and the
oreat dilatation of its first three primaries at once distinguish the male.

The young males of the first, and probably of the second year, assimilate so closely to the opposite sex
in the form of their wings, that they cannot be recognized with certainty.

As the insect food of Humming-Birds is sought for among the most varied plants, and not a flower of
the forest is left unvisited, I have figured this species on one of the Guatemala Orchids, which 1s far too

conspicuous to escape its notice, the Cycnoches barbatum.

Head and all the upper surface bronzy green; wings purple-brown; two centre tail-feathers bronzy
green, the bronzy hue predominating towards the tip; the next on each side rufous at the base, then
bronzy green, the bronzy hue predominating and deepening into brownish black near the extremity,
where 1t 1s shehtly tipped with buff; the next on each side rufous at the base, then bronze, to which
succeeds a broad band of dull black, and finally it is tipped with buff; the two lateral teathers reddish buff,
the outer one crossed on the inner web, and the second on both webs near the tip with an irregular bar of
bluish black ; all the under surface buff or fawn-colour; bill black, with the exception of the base of the
lower mandible, which as well as the feet 1s fleshy brown.

The Plate represents a male and a female of the size of life.

WEe are indebted to the researches of the Chevalier Schomburgk for the discovery of this new species of
Campylopterus, of which the single specimen he procured—an adult male—now graces the collection of the
Museum at Berlin; and I would here beg to record my thanks to Dr. Lichtenstein, the Director of that
[nstitution, for his kindness in permitting this rare bird to be removed to London, for the purpose of its
being described and figured in the present work. It was discovered on the Roraima Mountains, in the
interior of Guiana, at an elevation of 6000 feet above the level of the sea, where 1t was busily engaged 1n
procuring its food among the flowering bushes of Mimosa, and other plants of that region. It 1s a stout
thick-set species, with a much shorter bill and wings than the Campylopterus rufus ; has the colouring of the
under surface of a much darker hue than in that species; the four central tail-feathers more golden, and
the three lateral feathers on each side uniform rufous, without a trace of the black bar so (rnnspi(-unus In

1ts near El”_\'.

Head, upper surface, and wing-coverts bronzy green ; four central tail-feathers golden bronze, hoth on
their upper and under surface; three lateral feathers on each side uniform rufous; wings purplish brown ;
all the under surface dark rust-red ; bill black, except the basal half of the under mandible, which 1s fleshy
brown ; feet dark brown.

[x naming this species of Humming Rird after the late Baron Cuvier, I am certain that MM. Bourcier and
De Lattre felt assured that they could not add to the fame of that highly gifted and celebrated naturalist.
France may indeed be proud of so great a man ; and T must confess that I should have been much better
lll('ilﬁ(‘(l if some finer species of this fine family of birds had been selected for dedication to his memory ;
still, although it is one of the most plainly coloured species of the whole of the Trochilidae, 1t plays a part
in the economy of nature quite equal to that of the most glittering and gaily attired, and 18 none the
less 1mportant or interesting because of its lesser degree of adornment.

All that we know respecting this species 1s, that it inhabits the northern parts of Columbia, the Caraccas,
the Isthmus of Panama. and Veragua ; and that the sexes and the young birds from the nest are all attired
in a precisely similar style of plumage; 1n proof of which I may mention, that a little fledgeling 1 possess,
taken from a nest near David in Veragua, is exactly of the same colour as a fully adult male. This latter
specimen has the shaft of the first primary considerably dilated, showing clearly the group fto which 1t
belongs : its dull colouring and the large white tipping of 1ts outer tail-feathers, too, are in unison with
several others of the Campylopteri, such as C. longipenmns, C. obscurus, &c. These modestly coloured species
form a section which some Trochilidist may hereafter be mduced to separate generically from the more gaily
adorned C. Delattrei, C. lazulus, &c., but for the present I should prefer to retain them all 1n the same

oents.

Crown of the head brownish green ; all the upper surface and wing-coverts bronzy green ; wings dark
purplish brown ; two centre tail-feathers greenish bronze, the remainder greenish bronze at the base, passing

[ nave great pleasure in figuring a bird which, I am certain, 1s quite new to science. It was collected in the
Vera Paz mountains of Central America by Mr. Robert Owen, after whom it has been named by Mr. Salvin.
In point of affinity 1t 1s more nearly allied to the bird known to ornithologists as the Campylopterus Cuvier:
than to any other; but 1t differs from it in many particulars, all purely specific, for in pomt of form the two
birds are precisely similar. In size 1t is rather the smallest 3 both its mandibles are black instead of being
lichter beneath ; and the plumage of the body i1s more lustrous ; but the greatest difference occurs In
the colouring of the middle portion of the two outer tail-feathers, that part being black nstead of dark
oreen; there is also a less amount of white on the tips of those feathers. T'he shaft of the first primary
i1s slightly dilated,—a circamstance which shows that this species, as well as the C. Cuvier:, for which I have

proposed the generic name of Pheochroa in the ¢ Introduction,” are closely allied to the Campylopter:.

Head and all the upper surface bronzy green; throat, chest, and flanks bronzy green ; centre of the
abdomen mottled bronzy green and greyish white ; under tail-coverts olive-green fringed with greyish
white s two centre tail-feathers bronzy green slightly tipped with bluish black ; the two next on each side
bronzy, more largely tipped with bluish black ; the extreme base of the two lateral feathers bronzy green, to
which succeeds a broad zone of black, and the tips white ; wings purplish brown ; bill and feet black.

The figures are of the natural size, or, if anything, rather less. The plant 1s the Fcheveria canaliculata.

WaiLe the greater number of the Trochilidee are characterized by a splendid style of plumage, there are
others. as will be seen on reference to the present Plate, 1n which these features are wanting ; to most
persons these sombre-coloured birds will be less pleasing than their more gaily attired congeners, but
they are equally interesting in the eyes of the naturalist. In its general structure, this simply attired
bird, which I believe is never adorned with any lumimous colouring, offers a considerable alliance to the
Campylopteri ; but as the peculiar dilatation of the shafts of the outer primaries is entirely absent, 1 have
separated it from a group of which I formerly considered it a member, and have made it the type of a new
oenus—.Aphantochroa.

[ have received numerous examples from various parts of Brazil, Pernambuco, Bahia, and the neighbour-
hood of Rio de Janeiro, where Mr. Reeves states it is very common, and where it evinces a great predilection
for the flowers of the Banana.

As I have not been able sntisﬁlctm‘il}' to distinguish the one sex from the other, I am led to believe that

thev do not differ externally.

Head and all the upper surface dark grass-green ; wings purplish brown ; tail dark purple-brown, glossed
with bronze, especially on the two central feathers ; throat and breast grey, glossed with green; abdomen
greyish brown, crossed just above the vent by a band of white ; bill black ; feet olive-yellow.

In some specimens the upper surface 1s bronzy green ; the tail of a darker purple, and the under surface
of an olive-green, instead of grey glossed with green.

Ir this bird had not a small patch of luminous colour on the throat, white under tail-coverts, and a some-
what more lengthened bill, 1t would so closely resemble the Aphantochroa cirrhochlores that one might almost
be induced to believe it to be i1dentical with that rap(_‘('ic:-e. There can be no doubt, however, that the two
birds are specifically distinct ;5 indeed, I have for a long time entertained a belief that the bird here repre-

sented should not only be generically separated from that species, but from every other known Humming-

Bird. The single individual which graces my own collection is the only one that has ever come under my
notice ; it was procured in the neighbourhood of the river Napo ; and when the vast forests bordering that
river have been more minutely explored, other specimens will doubtless be discovered, and we shall then
be in possession of materials which will enable us to come to a more just conclusion respecting 1t than we
can with that we at present possess.

The luminous mark on the throat reminds us of a similar feature in Phaiolaima rubinoides and P. Awgua-
torialis ; but the tails of those species are very different from that of the subject of the present memoir, both

in size and colouring.

Crown shining grass-green; back of the neck, shoulders, back, upper tail-coverts, and two centre tail-
feathers deep grass-green ; under surface of the body grass-green, with the exception of a glittering patch
of lilac on the throat and centre of the abdomen, and the thighs and under tail-coverts, which are white ;
primaries purplish brown ; four outer tail-feathers on each side purplish green; bill slightly curved and
black, with the exception of the base of the under mandible, which appears to have been flesh-colour.

The accompanying Plate gives a very correct representation of this rare species, of the size of life. T'he
plant (Leucothoe pulchra) is from the same country; but I am not sure that the bird and the plant are ever

in such close juxtaposition as I have represented them.
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LEUCIPPUS FALLAX.

Tuere 1s but little 1n this species to attract attention, nevertheless to the Trochilidist it 1s not destitute
of interest. The uniformity of the buffy hue of its under surface i1s a feature rarely occurring among
Humming Birds.

The Leucippus fallax may be considered rare, since but few specimens are to be found either in the
collections of England or i those of the Continent. For those contained in my own I am indebted to
Mr. Dyson, who procured them in Venezuela. They offer no difference whatever either in size or colouring,
and 1n all probability 1t will be found that there is no outward distinction between the sexes, and that the
adult livery 1s assumed at a very early age ; for among the specimens I possess is a half-fledged nestling,

which has alrca(ly acquircd the plumage of the adult.

Head olive-brown tinged with green ; upper surface and wing-coverts green ; wings dark purplish brown ;
four centre tail-feathers bronzy green; lateral feathers bronzy green at the base, passing into black and

largely tipped with white, the white increasing in extent as the feathers recede from the centre ; throat, breast

and abdomen deep buff; under tail-coverts white ; upper mandible, and point of the lower, black ; remainder

of the under mandible either pale }*cllow or flesh-colour.
