Family COLUMBE.
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T'he members of the Columbee, or Pigeons, may be said to be more universall}* dispersed than any other
family of birds ; for there is no portion of the globe, favoured with a temperate or warm climate, where
representatives of one or more of the various cenera of which it is composed do not exist. In round
numbers, between three and four hundred species are now known ; of these, four are inhabitants of Britain,

one of which 1s a summer migrant.
