Every Black home should have
at least one .12 gauge shotgun to
be used to protect the door. Use
00 buckshot and it will deal with
any -eriminals trying to enter un-
invited. Cubanguerrilasused shot-
guns very successfully in the rev-
olutionary war led by Fidel Casiro.
They would set up ambushes close
to roads usually only a few feet
away and shotguns loaded with 00
buck would have a devastating ef-
fect upon the occupants of cars
and/or trucks.

There is one thing about shot-
guns that possibly can be viewed
as in our favor at this time that
is that the barrell is smooth in-
side so it doesn’t put any marks
on the pellets; therefore, the pigs
can’'t make an investigation based
on ballistic marks.
