For our people, death has
been the only known exit from slavery
and oppression. We must open others.

Our will to live must no longer sup-
ersede our will to fight, for our
fighting will determine 1f our race
shall live. To desire freedom 1s not
enough . We must move from resistance
to-aggression, from revolt to revol-
ution.

For every Orangeburg, there must be
]0 Detroits.

For every Max Stanford and Huey
Newton , there must be 10 racist cops.

And for every Black death there must
be a Dien Bien Phu.

Brothers and sisters, as well as all
oppressed people, you must prepare you
selves both mentally and physically,
for the major confrontation 1s yet
to come.  You must Fight. It 18 '‘the
people who in the final analysis make
and determine history, not leaders or
systems. The laws to govern you must
besmade by you.

May the death of '68 signal the beg-
inning of the end of this country. I
do what I must out of the love for my
baople. My will is t£o Light.  Resists=
ance is not enough. Aggression 1s the
order of the day.

meeting, Brown has disappeared and no one, not even thc
police knows his whereabouts.

If You Are Stopped
By the Police

1. Keep calm and be polite.

2. You have the right to remain silent.
You do not have to answer any questions

about yourself other than your name
and address.

3. Whatever happens never resist arrest.
You may try to explain to the police
officer that you are not guilty of any

wrongdoing, but do not argue, use force,
Oor run away.

4, Always ask the police officer why you
are being stopped, whether or not you
are under arrest, and if you are free to
go on your way. If the officer refuses to
let you go, consider vyourself under
arrest. Watch what you say for it can
be used in court against you.

6. If you are stopped while driving, the
police officer has the right to see your
ariver's license and car registration.
show them to him if he asks to see them.

6. A police officer has no right to search
you or your car without a search war-
rant unless he has a good reason to
believe you have committed a crime. If
the oflicer insists on searching you or
your car, you can refuse to give him

your permission but do not try to stop
him.

If You Are Arrested

1. You should immediately ask to see a
lawyer. If you do not have the money to
hire a lawyer, ask the police to get you
a free lawyer.

2. You do not have to say anything and

you do not have to give or sign a written
statement. Remember anything you say
can be used agalinst you in court just the
same as If it were in writing. For this
reason It 1s best not to say anything
until you have talked to your lawyer.

3. In some types of cases the police do
not have to get you a free lawyer. How-
ever, you still have all your other rights.
You do not have to answer questions
about yourself. You have the right to
Know why you are under arrest. The
police should give you a receipt for any-
thing they take from you. You have the
right to phone a friend, relative or a
lawyer for help.

4. In most cases you will be released
from custody if you post bail, but you
must be able to pay the bondsman’s fee.
l1f you cannot pay the fee, you sshould
ask the judge to release you from cus-
tody without bail. However the Jjudge
does not have to do so.

0. The police must bring you before a
judge without unnecessary delay or re-
lease you. You should ask to see the
judge as soon as possible. Most times
this will be the very next day.

6. You have the right to have your
lawyer, whether hired by you or a free
one, with you at all times when you are
being questioned by the police or the

Jjudge. Do not answer any questions

until your lawyer arrives.
