You and I know what the American
Legion stands for.--We know the benefits that can be derived in this com-
munity for veterans if our organization is strong. Yes, I know, you are
not looking for any benefits, and,--neither am I, Bul we are now in a po-
sition to give these boys from Vorld War II some of the opportunities we
have never enjoyed.

Every addressee of this letter has sworn on oath to do certain things, "for
God and Country" and "for Community, State and Nation".
