Special Fields of Study

Students who enroll in any one of the special studies sections will pursue,
1s 1ndividuals or in small groups, a study of the field that the student will
choose with the advice of his adviser, A final written report may be required,
vhich may be based on library readings or may be a  description and an evalu-
ation of some proposed solution to a problem that the student may have studied
1n a school or institutional situation. Topics listed under special fields of
study are suggestive only. Other fields or problems may be selected under the

direction of an adviser.
