scored in round robin duals.)
4. Swimming.
First place team trophy.
Gold and silver medals for first and second places
in individual events.
Gold medals for the member of winning relay teams.
First place trophy for each relay.
5. Tennis.
First place team trophy.
Gold medals to the ranking singles player and
doubles team.
6. Football, Basketball, Baseball.
First place team trophies.

7. In case of a tie for a team championship trophy, a
trophy shall be provided for each team.

8. In case of ties for medals, the winner shall be de-
termined by lot.

9. A championship plaque shall be awarded to the
team or teams winning championships in tennis,
oolf, swimming, football, basketball, outdoor and
indoor meets, baseball, and wrestling.

XX. CONFERENCE MEDAL AWARD.

1. Each member institution may award a medal an-
nually to that one member of the graduating class
who has made the most outstanding record in ath-
letics and scholarship.

2. The committee to make this award shall consist of
the faculty representative, who shall be the chair-
man, and all the faculty members of the athletic

_ board.

3. No student shall be eligible for this award who has
not had two yvears of intercollegiate competition In
the institution.
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
