WINDOW DISPLAYS FCOR LOCAL STORES

For the last few days before the datc of the Caravan, the
Committee could get some worthwhile publicity with little effort
by asking all the important stores in town to work the Caravan
in one way or another into their window displays. The simpler
the idea suggested to himy the more likely the store owner is to
cooperate. Three uncomplicated ideas sre suggested on this and
the next couple pages.

First Display Idea

This will rcequire the cooperation of the local newspaper
(the editor is on your Committee, you know). From the paper's
photo collection, photographs could be obtained showing Army
bombers and Army guns - preferably heavy artillery - in action,
if possible, The paper should be asked to mzke up enlargements
of these pictures (the ordnance plant footing the bill) which
can be distributed to all the prominent stores in town - perhaps
three or four to each store, depending on the number of its
windows,

The store need disturb its merchandise display only to the
extent of placing the enlargement in the front of its window
along with an appropriate display card. If the photo can have a
sentence or two describing the action in the piecture (for in-

- stance, "U,S. Army's 'long Tom' Blasts Nazis in Italy"), so mch
the better.

About 14 by 20 inches is a good size for the window card,
It could be worded something like this:

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SPEECH TO BE DELIVERED TO BUSINESS MEN'S GROUP

NOTE: This spcech is suggested merely as a source of
material for the talk which the business man who uses it
will actually make, /He can, and very likely will, put
the story in his own words, The same applies to the
Women's Club specch which follows this.

Ladies and Gentlemen: The day before yesterday I attended
e noeting in the mayor's office--a meeting called at the request of
Lts Coloncl Donald R, Hyde, Cormanding Officer of the Sunflower
Ordnance Works.,

Those of you who were at the meeting will agree with me, I
think, that what wo heard was not only interesting but important. The
Lrnmy was very frank with us, and the story they told was very sinmple.
It's this,

Unless production is grcatly stepped up during the next few
months, there is going to be a serious shertage of heavy artillery
arrmmunition and bombs., TUnless a lot of men and women who are now daing
other things go to work in plants which make heavy artillery amrmunition
and rocket powder--plants such as the Sunflower Ordnance Works plante-
production can not be stepped up. And unless 4000 men and women fron
this area go to work in the Sunflcwer Ordnance Works, the Sunflower
Ordnance Works won't have a ghost of a chance of meceting its production
quota,

In other words, this cormrmunity has gct a job to do, and it is
going to be a tough job., But we've been up against tough jobs before,
and we haven't exactly fallen down on them. Unless I'm all wrong about
the place I've lived in for the last __ yecars, it's not going to turn
and look the other way when a tough job neecds doing. It can do, and
will do, just as geoed a job as the other cormmnities that are facing
the samo problemn. It's ny guess that we can do e¢ven a better one than
they can,

Before we start looking at the problem, let me say one thing:
I'm a long way from being an expert on nilitary natters, The facts and -
figures 1'm going to give yocu today are things Itve learncd fron the
Lrry within the last few days. So please don't think I'm trying to pose
as an expert.
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First of all, there's the danger angle. People will say that
it's dangerous working in an ordnance plant, It is dangerous--but just
because it is more dangerous than work in other types of plants, the
safety precautions which are taken are very much mnore complete than in
other types of plants. Any of you who have been through a shell-loading
or powder plant knows how they make you wear shoes without any metal
in them, make you leave your keys and your belt buckles and your hard
roney outside--make you get rid of anything that might strike a sSpark.

And those precautions work. Here's something that may sur-
prise you--it did me. Only one industry has a better accident record than
the powder and shell-loading plants., What industry? The wcnmen's

clothing industry, gentlcmen!

Now saomcbody may ask you why we need so many heavy guns, SO
rmch heavy gun armunition. Somebedy may say that we didn't shoot off
such huge quantities of arrmnition in the last war, That's quite true--
we didn't., In onc month of the battle of Cassino, General Mark Clark's .
Fifth Army alone used 64,750,000 pocunds of heavy artillery arrmnitlion.
That leaves out aircraft bombs, machine-gun, rifle, andl morter ammunition

and it is, I'm surc you'll sgree, a staggering figurc.

Yes, we're using a lot more heavy gun ammunition in this war,
And we're using more airplanes toc-more tanks--more of a lot of things.,
In other words, the business of fighting a war changes--and one of the
changes is a necd for heavy gun arrmunition much greater than any one could

have imagined,

But that's cnly one angle of the problem. Because the fact 1s,
our Arry could fight this war without so rmch heavy gun arrmniticn. They
could use men instcad. Instead of paving the way for an infantry advance
with a battering barrage from heavy artillery, ‘they could send the infantry
in behind a smaller barrage. And the infantry might get there tooc, might
take such-and-such & position in France, or smsh-and-such a position on
a Pacific Island, But not so many of them would get therc, would be alive
when the position was teken--a great many more would be killedeososee |

I don't know whether any of you read the story a few weeks
age in one of the big magezines about what made the invasion of Normandy
succeed, with thirty percent fewer casualties than had been exgécted.
Just one thing kept those casualties down--the tremendous artillery
barrage from naval ships that preceded the attack on the beaches, Yes,
it was a naval barrage, but it was none the less artillery--secaborne
artillery, if you went to call it that., It is possible that the invasion
would have succeded without this barrage--but it would have succeeded

at the cost of a great many more good American boys.
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Most of us think of heavy artillery as something that
destroys lives, We don't think of it as something that can save
lives, But it is the insistence of our Army on using heavy artillery

to such a great extent, on laying down bigger, heavier barrages than
had ever been laid down before, that has made almost every operation
in this war result in fewer casualties than were expecteds So what
it really boils down to, ladies and gentlemen, is more heavy guns,
morc ammunition for those heavy guns, as many and as much as the

ATTy needs-=OTseelOre casualties, more American boys who won't come
home,

Most of us don't know much about the use of heavy artillery.,
We think of heavy artillery as guns that shoot at something a long

way offe But that isn't always trues The barrage from heavy guns
1s desperately important sometimes even in close=quarters jungle

For instance, in the jungles of the South Pacific, where the
opposing‘lines are often only a couple of hundred yards aparte-
two long, irregular lines of soldiers in fox-holes--Americans on
one side-~Japs on the othere IRarlier in the war it was the prac- °’

tice of our Amy to lay down a heavy barrage on the Jap's foxholes,
and then send our troops in to clean up what was lefte

It was a good idea-=cxcept that sometimes it did not work:

Bocause the Japs were smart, and as soon as the barrcoge statted,
the Japs would come out of their fox-holes and move forward, move
inside the barrage, so that the shells were going over ’cheir heads.

-

Se General MacAirthur's artillery-men changed their methods,
and moved the'garrage back toward the Amcrican lines, keeping pace

with the Japs. Sometimes the barrage stopped only a few yards from
the American Tox-holese It worked--but only because the American
gunnery was accurate, and the American sholls accurate--in other
words, the American shells were wellemade and well-loaded with good
powder, If they hadn't been well made and well loaded with good
powder--if they'd been made hurriedly in plants where there wasn't
enough lator--théy might not have dropped exactly where they were
supposed to drope They might have dropped on fAmericans instead of
on Japse.

A fow rminutes ago I said that unless production was stepped

upy therc would bc a shortage of heavy guns and amrmnition "in a
Tew ronths"™s I wondor how many of you were thinking, whon I said
that, "Well, thc war may be over in a few monthse." I think a good

nany people have been telling themselves that the wer might be over in a
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few months, I suppose it may == at least, the war against Germany.
But in that connection, I should like to agk you two questions,

How many of you here were sure, in September of 1940, that the
British would be licked and out of the war in a few months? And
how many of you were sure, in the summer of 1941, that the Russians
would be licked and out of the war in & few months?

And there is another ungle to this end~of-the-war business,
We are getting nearer to Berlin-=-yes--but we are still a mighty

long way from Tokyoe

We are doing well in the Pacific, we are taking one island
after another, and we have licked the Japanese navy whenever
it gives us a chances But it hasn't given us much chanee lately,
it still existsy; and it is a big powerful navy,

Ag for the Japanese army, we have scarcely met its We have
fought against a few comparatively small parts of the Japanese
Army == but we all know that we have had almost no ecntact at all
with the main Japancse army of several million well=trained
experienced fighters with a fanatic belief in their cause, Our
Army says that until we have beaten that Japanese army we will
not have beaten Japan,

Our amy points cut, in additicn, that we shall have to fight
five thousand miles or more from cur bases of sunplies, and fight
against an Army that is on its own ground, close to its bases of
supplies. We've been so excited by the victories in France and
the victories in Russia that we've forgotten, I think, the defeat
in China, and just what the fall of Hengyang means, It means that
the Japs have ot last got what they've been after for nearly three
years == & real line of land communicaticns between their stolen
raw material areas in southeast Asia and their industrial areas in
the ncrth of Cainag

I don't say fcr cne moment that we aren't going to beat Japan,
But 1 do say that we aren't gcing to beat Japan by deciding the
war 1s over, and that we dcn't need to give every thing we have to
beating them, Football teams don't score tcuchdowns by slowing
up on the other team's 10-yard line == and don't win games by
forgetting that even & beaten team can throw forward passes. Did
any of you ever see a supposedly beaten team win the game with a
flock of forwards in the last quurter because the other team's
secondary had thought the game was over?

S0, as I said befcre, we have got a job to do in this community.,
What can we do? e cun do a lot, Cocmmittees are being formed
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to 2o at the job from every angle, and the Army is going to help
all it can. But this is only purt of the job, and a part of the
job which only some of us can do, because we can't all be on
committeess ;

But we can all talk == we can tell everyone we know just what
this problem is, how important it is, and that this community has
got to do its part in helping solve the problems. If you get the
important people in an American community behind any idea, I don't
care what it is, you can put that idea over. You people in this
room can sell the importance of this problem to the people of this
community == if you will, I don't know how meny of you know people
who can actually go to work at the Sunflower Ordnance Warks, but
if you talk about it every day, everywhere, what you say will
reach the people who can go to work at Sunflower Ordnance Works.

There is only one more thing I want to say. Did you ever stop
to think of the number of men who were killed in the last hour of
the last war? If the war had ended one hour earlier =-- sixty short
minutes earlier, those men would have lived =-- to ccme home tC
their mothers and fathers and sisters, to their wives, to their
sweethearts,

This is a bigger war, a tougher war, thun the last cne, Its
last hour is still a long way off, and no one knows how many men,
how many americans, will be killed in that last hour.,

But we do kncw this. Right here in this community, by doing
everything we can to help the Army produce the weapons it needs,
we can help shorten the number of hours that Americans have to
fight in Burcpe, in 4#sia, and in the Pacific. And each hour
which we help to cut from the end of this war, will mean thut
hundreds -- maybe thousands ==« c¢f americans will nct die ==
but will live, will live tc come home to their mcthers, fathers,
and sisters, tc their wives, to their sweethearts.

Seme of them will ecme heme here, to this community == to
us, the pecple of this rooms I should like to ask a guestion.
How many of ycu have somecne clcse to ycu, someone dear tc you,
in the Armed Forces?

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SPEECH TO BE DELIVERED

BEFORE WOMEN'S CLUB

I'want to talk to you today, not as members of thls
organlzation.but as the mothers and wives and relatives of men
who are serving in the Armed Forces:

I think this community is doing its part in the war
effort. I think the women of this community are doing their
part in the war effort. We are buying War Bonds, working in
the Red Cross, giving blood to the Blood Donor Center, doing
all the things we are called upon to do, and doing them well.

But at times we have felt, and still feel, I think,
that we would like to do more, something bigger, more direct,
If you feel that, and I believe you do, you will be glad to
hear that we now have a chance to do that something more &and -
bigger - to do something that can be of great help, in a sense,
a direct help, toward meking the war end sooner - toward bring-
ing our men back not only sooner, but safe, and alive€scecesses

I don't know whether most of you know much about the
technical side of fighting a war - I am sure I don't., But last
Tuesday at a meeting in the office of our Mayor, I learned a few
things about that technical side which I think you will want to
hoar., The meeting was called at the request of Lt. Col. Donald
R, Hyde, Commanding Officer of the Sunflower Ordnance Works,

‘What Col. Hyde said added up to something that I never
realized before = that long range artillery is not just some-
thing that destroys and kills; it is also something that saves
lives, scomething that is saving, right now, the lives of thou-
sands of American boys.

Here are just two examples, both from the Battle of
Cassino in the Italian campaign.

Our infantry was preparing to attack the town of Fondi,

which was strongly held by the Germans., For the infantry to
attack with only their rifles and light artillery would have

cost many american lives. So our 240-millimeter howitzers -
they are culled the "Black Druagons"™ - were brought into action;
they shelled Fondi, the Germans retreat - those that were

left of them - and our infantry captured the town quickly and
with few casualties.

Later, ap enemy supply route west of Cassino needed
to be blocked, The job could have been done with infantry =
but at great cost. Instead, the Black Dragons shelled a sharp
corner in the narrow twisting mountain road, destroyed the road
itself and all German equipment that came alocng it.

In both of these cases, because our trocops had plenty of
heavy guns and plenty of heavy ammuniticn for those guns, many
American lives were saved,

That brings us tc the reason for that meeting in the
Mayor's office. Unless the prcducticn of heavy gun ammunition
1s increased, there will be a seriocus, dangerous shcrtage in a
few months. And unless & great many men and women who are now
doing other kinds of work go to work in plants which make heavy
gun ammuniticn - plants like the Sunflcwer Ordnance Werks at
Lawrence = that prcducticn cannct be increased.

Ladies this community has got to see to it that Sunflower
Ordnance Works gets its workers - we, as representatives of
this community, have got to see to it. It will nct be easy,
but we have been fuced with other things that are not easy,
yet we have succeeded in decing them, and I am sure we will
not fall down this time, It will be a big job and a hard job,
with scme real proeblems tc sclve.

First, there is the questlcn ¢f the danger invclved in
working in shell-loaalng and powder plants. There is no denying
that it is dangercus - but people forget, I think, that just
because it is recognized as dangerous, many unusual precautions
are taken, und many special safety devices are used,

- No one who works in pcwder plants, no one who even visits
them is allcwed to wear anything cor carry anything - not even
& compact or a lipstick, if they are made of metal - which

might strike a spark. Much c¢f the work is done from behind
great ccnerete walls by mechanical means with the worker
operating muchines through.small windows,

And the results of these precauticns are quite
surprising. Only cne industry has a better accident record
than our ammuniticn plants. That industry is the one which
makes women's clothes?
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
