ARTICIE X
- Neame, Location and Purpdse

The name of this organization shall be The lawrence
Country Club, incorporated under the lawe of the State of
Kansas con the seventh day of October, 1914, for a temm of
fifty years., The corporation shall be located in Douglas
County, Kansas. The purpose of this organigation is the
rraintenance of the Club for social enjoyrent, and in connec-
tion therewlith, the nrowmotlon of indoor and outdoor sporis,
and various other forms of amuserent and recreation, and
to acquire by purchase, lease or otherwise and to maintain
such real ard persoral property as nay be necessary to
sultably carry out such objects and purposes.

ARTICIE II
Directors and (Officers

sectien 1, The corporate nowrers of this Clud shall
- be vested in a Beurd -of nine Directors, who shall be stock-
hclders of The Lawrence Country Club.

Section &, The Beocard of Directors shall consist
of nine members, three of whom shall be elected for a temm
cf three years at each annual meceting of the stockholders, no
director to succeed hinself until at least one year shall have
elapsed since his term as Director explired.

Section 3., The Board of Directors shall elect from
thelir nunber a President ard a Vice-President, and elect from
the stockholders a Treasurer and a Secretary, both of which
offices may at the option of the Board be held by the same
person. The elective cfficers shall hold their offices for a

term of cone year or untlil their successors have been elected
and qualified.

Section 4, The President shall preside at all
rmeetings of the Board of Directors or stocekholders. He shall




exercise general supervision ocver all affairs of the Club
and appolint chairmen of all standing cormittees,

-p ‘Section 5. The Vice-President shall perform the
duties of the President during his absence or disability,

Seetion 6. The Secretary shall have custody of
all boolzs and records of the Club. He ghall issue written
notices of all regular and speecial meetings of the stock-
holders. He shall attend all meetings of the Board of Di-
regvors or stockholders, and shall take and preserve full
rinutes thereof. He shall collect all dues, assessments,
fines and other ancunts due the Cludb and shall irmediately
surn over the sare to the Treasurer, taking a receipt
thercfor, He shall zeep an aeccount of all noneys received
<Ld expernded, and shall nake a full and iterized report
of all receipts ond expenditures, and a renort of the con-
dition of the Club, at the regular annual meetings, and
at Such other times as the Board of Directors shall require.
Hls boois shall at all tines be open to the inspection of
the Board of Directors or any stockholder, The weeretary
shall give a surety bond, to be approved by the Board of
Directors, in such amount as the Board of Directors shall
designate. The premium shall be pald by the Club.

section 7. The Treasurer shall safely keep all
noneys intrusted to his care and shall account for and
produce ths same hen required by the Board of Directors.
All Club funds shall be denosited in the nanme of the Clud
in sorme bank designated by the Board of Directors. He
shall pay out no roney excepnt by order of the Board of
Directors. The Treasurer shall give a surety company bdbond,
to be approved by the Board, in such amount as the Board
shall designate. The prerium shzll be paid by the Club.

~ section 8., The Board c¢f Directors shall have
nower to riake rules relative to the care and managenent
cf the Bulldings and grounds of the Club and the personal
acts aund conduct of 1ts rnerbers, and to enforce such rules
by fines, suspension, or expulsicn of members violating
the sane. 4 two-thirds vote of the entire Board shall be
necegsary for the expulsion of any member, but no rember
shall be expelled until after he has been given a reason-
able cprortunity to be heard in his own defense, The
Beard of Directors shall have power to create and appoint
such cormmittees and officlals as they shall deem advige-
able w:.d to rresceribe the dutles thereof, A nmajority of
the Beoard of Direcctors shall constitute a quorum., Any
vacaney in the Bourd of Directors may be filled by the Board.

Section 1, The nerbership of the Club shall con-
sist of rerscns subseribing tc the capital stoek of the
Club ~rior tc its incorporation and continuing to own suen
stock, ard such additional rpersons as shall be elected
to the rerbership tlhereafter.

Section 2¢. Social members shall own at least
one share of stock of the Club, and shall have all the rights
and privileges of regular members, including the putting
clock, but shall rot have the use of tlhe golf course,

Section 2d. lNon-resident meribers shall be of two
classes: (1) Those owning stoek in the Club, (Z2) Those
who do rnot own stock in the Club., o nerson shall be a non-
residert rember of the Cludb unless his regular place of
regiderce is mere than 10 miles fron the Cludb property.

cection 2¢, Junior members shall consist of
children betweer the ages of sixteen and twenty three of
a regular, associate, non-regsident or soclal member's
family. Such children shall be entitled to all the pri-
vileges of the Club aceruing to the respective meriberships
of the fanilies to which they belong, except voting, holding
office, or inviting guests, without the ownership of stock,
or the payment of membership fees or dues. Thelr rights
are rnerely incident to their parents'! membership, and their

Section &. . The Greens committee shall have charge

(a) All of the grounds owned by the Club.

(b) All putting greens, fairways and driveways.

(c) All buildings on Club grounds excent the
Ciub house, proper. |

(d) All enployees except those employed ex-
ciusively in the Club house proper.

Section <%, The handicap and tournament committee
shall have charge of the handicapping and the arrancement of
golf matches and tournaments. The comittee shall niake
lecal ground rules for the govermment of golf play. They
shall also have printed necessary rules and score cards.

Section Zb. The house committee shall have charge
and nanagenent of the Club house throughout. It shall be
the duty of the house committee to employ and disriss all
house employees, with the advice and subject to the approval
of the Board of Directors. To regulate the nrices of reals
and anything sold in the Club house. To renort all infrag-
tions of the Club rules and to be responsible for the enforce=

rent of the by-laws relating to guests. They shall make and
enferce house rules., '

Section 2¢. The entertainment comnmittee shall have

charge of all entertainments for the benefit of the Clubd
reribers,

Secticn <d. It shall be the duty of the membership
committee te solicit members of the Clud and to maintain the
Club membership. Ilo new members shall b2 elected to member=

ship in the Club unless first approved by the membership
cormittee, |

Sectlion 2e. No expenditures shall be made, con-
tracts entered into, or debts incurred by any of the fore-
going committees, except those inecluded in their budget as
above provided for, or under special authority of the Board
given 1in regular or special meeting and no such authority

shall be granted without the unanimous consent of all Board
members present.
