Laodamas, son of Alecindus, to Odir'séeﬁ'sz
"Came, do thou too, father and stranger, try thy skill

in the sports, if haply thou art practiced in any; and

thou art like to have knowledge of games, for there is no

greater glory for a man while yet he lives, than that

which he achieves by hand or foot,"
