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making of jewelry, and other handcrafts work. In Kansas
City stress will be placed on hospital and clinical practices
necessary in dealing with the sick. Members of the hospital
staff will conduct this latter work.

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HOW WELL DO YOU TYPE ?

Both men and women are likely to find the ability to use
the typewriter of decided value at present. Typists, even
more stenographers and secretaries, are in great demand in
industry and for governmental offices; and the military
forces never seem to include a sufficient supply of men
who can type letters and orders accurately and keep de-
pendable records. Obviously some students would be more
useful soldiers serving as company clerks than as carriers
of guns. If you feel that you may belong to this class, you
might wisely do some work in typing by way of preparation
for a more serviceable job ahead.

Work in typing and stenography gives credit only in the
Schools of Education and Business, but students in other
divisions of the University are allowed to enroll in some of -
the work upon the payment of the regular fees. For in-
formation about typing and shorthand, inquire at the of-
fice of either of the deans of the two schools named.
