All men enrolled at the University, other than those excused
from the requirement by the Physical Cenditioning Administrative Committes
of the Senate, will be required to onfoll in 3 hours of physical condition-
ing each semester.

lMen at this institution who are in any armed service program, either

on active or inactive duty, wi;l follow the regulations omomln; physical
conditioning set forth by their particular program,
University oredit for physieal education will be given only for the

regular sixteen weeks Summed Semester, and in accordance with the ruling of

the various schools of the Universitye
All men will enroll in one of the sections of the conditioning course,

During the first week of the Summer Session tests will be given to those men

who have not passed their swimming test, and those who cannot pass khe test
will be placed in a beginning swimming class,

Women students enrolling for the first time et the University of Kansas

will be required to enroll in two semesters of physical conditioninge The
program is optional for all other University women,

Any women student who has advanced standing eoredit from another
acoredited institution for two semesters of physical education shall be exw

cused from taking the required two semesters of physical conditioning at this
institution,
