Dear Col. Baldwin:

1l was happy to receive your good letter of September l4th., It
1s the next best thing to seeing you personally. 0Oertrude and I were
very sorry that our visit to Minnesota and vour viszit to Lawrence
should cause us to miss seelng you.

The lake was beautiful and you would have enjoyed it., Only one
week when it seemed warm, and then the thermometer on our norech
registered about ninety. Nights were cool, and the fishing satisfac-
tory, our only trouble being transportation. We had to depend on
the Freemans for a car, and it happened his Buick had been turned in
for repalrs which were to have taken ten days, but proved to be sixty.
I had to drive for three weeks an asthmatic Plymouth, of ancient type,
which among other things leaked gasoline, so we were in rather constant
danger; smoked at the wheels after going about ten miles, and had its
mechanical parts tied into the car with wire,

Wwe finally g0t hold of a better car, at a cost of five dollars a
day, and during the last week had a good Dodge. We got reservations

going up, but found some difficulty in arranging for the return trip,
finally getting accommodations on the Chicago & Great Western, a slov
moving, but otherwlse satisfactory trailn,

We had our first frost the morning of the l2th of October, and
the night before brought in two bushels or more of green tomatoes,
which will ripen in our basement so we shall have them for another
month at least, Thls has been a great yvear for crops of all kind.
The trees are still in full foliage, but the hard maples are donning
their exqulisite fall colors,

Business has been good, but we have been short of help. Our men
have been working far too hard and we should like to ease up on them,
They are well prald, but a man's body can stand only so much., The
Gamble stores opened an enlarged store here this week and on VWednesday
had a four page advertiscment in the Journal-World. The next day they
s0ld over five thousand dollars worth of merchandlse--fine for a new
store,

In writing a letter to a patriotic second cousin, a woman of
about fifty, whose mind 1s vigorous and loyval, altho nearly half her
life she has been an invallid--~I used the following, 1n which you may
be interested: "Irom a political standpoint I believe that things are
improving, I think it would certalinly cap the c¢limax 1f a large body
of union men should now strike and leave our soldiers and sallors
stalled for want of ships and materiasls., I am afrald under susdh
circumstances they would find the Commander-in-Chief more interested
in votes for himself than in munitions for his fightling men.,"™

deal of fear of Sidney Hillman's influence; not all workers are happy
over being delivered enmasse by their la bor bosses; the negro vote
reallzes that desplte all of the talk to the contrary the main blogk
of support for FDR comes from states, which still deny the right of
franchise to the colored people; the Catholics are unhappy over the
1dea of sociallzed medicine tith 1ts control centering in the White
House, and the priests and hospital superintendents are on the war
path, One could go on and on, and yet we feel that we must not leave
a stone unturned in our efforts.,

wedding November l4th--and the girls, with Marie taking the general
responsibllity, are arranging for a reception at the Baptist Church.
we expect every member of our family to be here, with Lt. Owen VW,
Maloney Jr. being the possible exception., He is now navigator for a
bomber c¢rew, assembled at Tonopah, Nev., and Jjust when he will be
ordered into active service we do not know, We wish that you and
Philena could be with us,

We are lnterested in hearing about yvour children and thelr pro-
gress, and hope that 1t will not be long until yvou will have the
supreme gratification of again embracing vour son Chendler. I am
sure that Kay and baby will welcome that day.

The Sunflower Ordnance Works has been dolng & wonderful work,
It is the prize baby of the Hercules group and was recently given the
"E" awards Dolph was master of ceremonlies for the occasion, Ve are
happy To know that the Hercules people and the men 1in charge of the
vork, are happy 1in thelr relations with the people of Lawrence.,

Gertrude would be glad to have a home downtown, with downstalrs
bedroom, where she would not have so much house to care for, and where
she ¢ould have more nelighborhood companionship. We have been fortunate
in having an excellent young woman 1in our home, who 1s a member of the
Dunkard church, 5She is a great help.

We have looked around a bit, but have many things that we want
to keep, s0 that it is hard to find anything suitable. Maybe after
the war, we can bulld, One 1s never too o0ld for that,

I think that we have a wonderful Rotary club., It 1s so0o represen-
tative of the community as a whole, and there are some coming and
going all the time, so 1t does not become static., We could have
good programs, fifty-two weeks 1in the Vepr, without going outside the
club, but we are happy to secure good speakers from elsewhere To
keep us from becoming too self rutlsfied.

I have fornﬁd the haJiL of sending a carbon of nmy letters to
you, to your good wife, e are fond of her and enjoyed owr vislid
wlith her, Hope that she will continue to have good health.

Dear W.C.:

I cam e back from the States arriving in Australias on
the 20th August, and am in full swing agein, greatly lmproved,
I believe, by my pleasant but busy experiences in the States.

I only had two nights and a day in Lawrence and I mlssed
seeing you and Gertrude more than any other single thing. You
know a hundred of my friends called to see me gt the Chancellor’s
the night he gave me a reception, 1 thought thatl was a very
fine tribute as the only notice was the one put in your paper.

I enjoyed Rotary very much also and presented the little
pennant from the Melbourne Club here,

Lawrence seemed to be very prosperous and the town was
greener than usual. I was fortunate in belng there when 1t was not

too hot, for there were some very hot days afterwards. 1
hope that you and Gertrude enjoyed your summer stay in Minnesotes

very much and that you are now back 1n good old Kansas,

I had two weeks in the east, most of the time being
spent in Washington and I met many of the Generals and Admirals
as well as Mr., Grew and others in the State Department. 1 also
had a nice chat with Admirsl Nimitz on the way East.

I have taken up the thread again in Rotary and attended
a big conference meéting, where all the Presldents of two-thirds
of Australis were seated, and I was the honor guest., Will
probably do some speaking later in Tasmenla and parts of Australila

where I have not spoken.

The latest letter from my good wife, dated September o5th,
said she had had a very fine outside garden party for the
Armels and the Beals in our garden in Berkeley. 1 was very
much pleassed with the house Philena bought for us and the
garden is very fine only its very steep and rocky and as we
get older might not be too good for us.

You are as well up on the war out here as 1 am and Know
that 1ts going very well although perhaps a blt slow at the
present. However don't be too impatient for this 1s the
typhoon season for a large part of the Western Pacific and the

season should be over b¥ the last of October.

Karl and Adeline have bought a home within 3 mile of
where we now live) so Philena will be there alone with John
and some of Adeline's sisters, who have a basement apartment.

I am Ttrying to follow. the Presidential Campaign but not
getting anywhere, I am personally not able to vote this year,
1t looks to me 1like, if we take a four year period to look at,
1ts a question of supporting either Truman or Dewey.,

1 saw our blg General three weeks ago gnd he looks well,
I hed a note from Mrs. Mac a few days later, Down here things

are quiet and its hard to reslize there's a war on. I have to
travel 1,000 miles to gét into the atmosphere.

We have had no further word concerning ny son who 1is
a Prisoner-of-War, 1l have a feeling that he i1s now either in
the Northern Philippines or in Formosa, I doubt if we hear
again for g long time.

1 was especially pleased with the Military Science
Building. Its very much 1ike I expected although the rooms
seem lsrger than I had envisloned. Except for the fact that
on the Rifle Range they fire down-hill instead of up-<hill,: the
bullding 1s almost exactly as I planned it originally. Down
in my heart I would like to serve in 1t some day though I think
that 1s very unllikely now.

I was glad to have a short word with Dolph, but my stay
was SO short that I missed a great many of the friends and fine
people of Lawrence,

Glve my very best to Gertrude, I hope you are all in
the best of health, Philena has pretty well recovered from
her operatlon for gall stones but 1t will teke time to galn her
full strength. John 1s dolng well in the shipyards but I
presume his job 1s just a war job, Karl Jr., has established
himself in a high position of recognition with consulting
engineers and I was especially proud of his work., He took me
to a dlnner which he gave for me: and there were 42 men, engineers,
from his place. The Hgh words of tribute they paid to Karl
made me a proud father, Phllena 1s expecting Kay and the baby
to come out to the Coast next month,

Once agalin my very best to Gertrude and the warmest
brotherly feellings tc you,
