Captain Zajicek served as em enlisted mamn in the U.S.
Marine Corps during the period 1907=l1l.

After discharge from same in 1911 he decided to enter the
University of Valpraiso, and worked his way through the University by
doing 0dd jobs in const ruction work in the vicinity. He graduated from
the University with the degree of Bachelor of Civil Engineering in 1916,
Upon the declaration of war in 1917 he was teking post-graduate wOrk and
immediately left for the 1lst Officers' Training Camp at Forts Sheridan
& Leaveaworth., After three months service at training camps he was &p-
pointed a Ceptein of Engineers. During his training at camp, after three
weeks service, he was appointed a 2nd lipeftenant of Engineers and placed
on sctive duty at camp. His previous experience as an enlisted man in the
Mgrine Corps was of invaluable assistance to Cgptain Zajicek during this
time, A yeer later, after training camp entry, Csptain Zajicek received
his appointment as a Major of Engineers, repid promotion because of his
outstanding 2bilities, and served during the World War on meny important
details. After the World War he was discharged as Mgjor of Engineers and
appointed in the Regular Army as Captain. Prior to coming to the University
of Kansas, August 1930, Captain Zajicek has had a varied career as a soldier,
He hes been engaged in mapping duties in the Philippines, through its jungles
ani tepical—terpentds and nm-ﬁterra:ln.#i‘or two and a half years
o8 Assistant to the District Engineer of the San rancisco Area, he has plgyed
a prominent part in river and harbor work. Captaiff Zajicex is a graduate of the
Engineer School at Ft. Humphreys, specialized in Advanced Military Engineer-
ing and at present is in charge of the Engineer Unit of the ROTC at the Unmi.
